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PROGRAM NOTES

“Ode to Joy” and is undoubtedly one
of the most sincere expressions of
human brotherhood.

The Fifth Symphony, while deceptively
traditional in its four-movement struc-
ture, was revolutionary in its time. He
began sketching the work in 1804
while completing the aforementioned
Third Symphony. It did not receive its
premiere, however, for another four
years, being performed on an all-
Beethoven concert which featured
countless works including the environ-
mentally-minded Sixth Symphony. Its
premiere received little critical atten-
tion, but a year later it was revived and
ETA Hoffman, an influential writer and
critic of the time, heralded the work
describing the music in the most vivid
terms:

Radiant beams shoot through the deep
night of this region, and we become
aware of gigantic shadows which, rock-
ing back and forth, close in on us and
destroy all within us except the pain of
endless longing—a longing in which
every pleasure that rose up amid jubi-
lant tones sinks and succumbs. Only
through this pain, which, while consum-
ing but not destroying love, hope, and
joy, tries to burst our breasts with a full-
voiced general cry from all the passions,
do we live on and are captivated behold-
ers of the spirits.

It would be difficult to find someone
unfamiliar with the fateful four note
gesture that opens this work. Terrifying
in its power, it permeates the entire
first movement with relentless ferocity.
Given a slight release from its over-
bearing presence in the second move-
ment, the gesture makes a brief and
threatening appearance towards the
end of the third movement. It is then
shattered by the “radiant beams” of the
glorious C major of the fourth and
final movement.

As the fourth movement commences,
Bill Foster’s video creation adds vision
to the senses, emotions, and reflec-
tions evoked by Beethoven’s orches-

The final movement breaks the sereni-
ty of the previous one with the rough
and wild sounds of the flautist flutter-
tonguing. Quickly following suit, the
orchestra explodes in swirling lines,
evoking the unpredictable ferocity of a
fire. A musical dialogue begins and the
orchestra and soloist trade off musical
ideas, much like a traditional concerto.
The vigorous music of this movement
and the calm beauty of the first com-
bine to give life to a climate and cul-
ture which increasingly face the threat
of vanishing in our own time 

Perhaps no musician has spent more
of his creative energies giving expres-
sion to the people and the world
around him than Ludwig van
Beethoven. Deeply committed to the
ideals of brotherhood and unity,
Beethoven’s symphonies have tra-
versed the whole range of artistic
expression. The power of expression in
his Fifth Symphony is not unique in
the composer’s output, and he is a fit-
ting close to a concert dedicated to
the concerns for the people and the
world around us.

Infused with the spirit of revolution
and a belief in the power of the
human spirit that was awakening in
the cultural climate around him,
Beethoven’s music reaches from across
the centuries to our own present-day
experiences with the same freshness
and insistence as the day it was first
written. In his Third Symphony, also
titled the “Heroic”, he initially celebrat-
ed the arrival of a new leader whom
he felt upheld the ideals of the com-
mon man: Napoleon. When revealed to
be a megalomaniacal dictator,
Beethoven turned on his hero, remov-
ing the dedication and writing a
somber funeral march to “the death of
a great man”. The tumultuousness of
the industrial revolution was begin-
ning in Europe and Beethoven
brought voice the beauties of the
untouched countryside in works like
the Sixth (“Pastoral”) Symphony. The
famous final movement of his Ninth
Symphony is set to Schiller’s timeless
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If the frenzied violin solo at the close
of Abels’ Global Warming leaves an
audience with the question of which
path humanity will take as it struggles
with the issue of preserving our world,
Beethoven resolutely gives his own
answer. As the triumphant chords
hammer away in the coda of his Fifth
Symphony, the only answer is hope.
