The Chicago Sinfonietta launches its 2006-07 20" Anniversary season with a guest appearance from Van Cliburn
Gold Medalist, pianist Alexander Kobrin, who will join the Sinfonietta to perform Franz LisztOsleeply emotional
Piano Concerto No. 2 in A major. The Sinfonietta will explore Latino influences with Redes, by revered Mexican
composer Silvestre Revueltas, who used elements of mestizo culture to create a nationalistic style known for its
rhythmic variety. Sphinx Competition winner, violinist Melissa White will also join the Sinfonietta in the highly
romantic Violin Concerto No. 1 in G minor by Max Bruch. The program culminates with the World Premiere
performance of Concertino for Cell Phones and Orchestra by noted African American composer David Baker.
Commissioned by the Sinfonietta and Maestro Freeman, this one-of-a-kind performance incorporates audience
participation. The concertino will integrate cell phone rings into the score, creating an original work that will never be
forgotten!

World Premiere of Buffal o Soldiers composed by James Kimo Williams

The Chicago Sinfonietta and the Chicago Humanities Festival will collaborate to present a concert in honor of this
year® festival theme, Peace and War. The Sinfonietta will begin the concert with the World Premiere of the definitive
version of Buffalo Soldiers, created in honor of the famed all-black regiments who served in the Civil War. War
veteran and Columbia College professor James Kimo Williams composed this work, with text by General Colin
Powell. Joined by contralto-soprano Gwendolyn Brown and the Northern lllinois University and Eimhurst
Concert Choirs, the Chicago Sinfonietta will conclude the concert with Sergei ProkofievOgowerful and monumental
Alexander Nevsky that was commissioned for the 1939 film of the same name.

"I've always admired the Sinfonietta and their mission. When we came up with the concept of Peace and War, we
approached the Sinfonietta because we knew they'd be able to capture the artistic expression of this theme. We're
thrilled to be partnering with the Sinfonietta, and honored to be a part of their season," said Peter Kuntz, Managing
Director, Program and Production, Chicago Humanities Festival.
